 “Always Alright,” a brand new track by Alabama Shakes, is featured prominently in The Weinstein Company’s Silver Linings Playbook, which is out nationwide on November 21 and stars Bradley Cooper, Jennifer Lawrence, Robert De Niro, Jacki Weaver, Anupam Kher and Chris Tucker. Alabama Shakes – comprising vocalist/guitarist Brittany Howard, guitarist Heath Fogg, drummer Steve Johnson, and bassist Zac Cockrell – are celebrating a phenomenal year. Boys & Girls, the Athens, AL based band’s debut album, was hailed as one of the best albums of 2012 by Rolling Stone and NPR Music in their midyear round-ups. It bowed at No. 1 on the Independent Label chart in April and spent 15 consecutive weeks in the top 50 of the Billboard 200. Released by ATO Records in the U.S. and via Rough Trade internationally, it has sold over 300,000 copies and is certified Gold in the U.K.

Named Emerging Artist of the Year at the Americana Music Association’s Honors and Awards ceremony and Best New Artist of the Year at the Triple A radio conference, the band has sold more than 250,000 digital singles. “Hold On” topped the Triple A radio chart and was a Top 15 hit at Modern Rock while the accompanying video has over 3 million views. Follow-up single “I Ain’t The Same” is currently in the Top 20 at Triple A radio.
NME called Alabama Shakes a “genuine, word-of-mouth, go-see-them-then-tell-10-friends-how-amazing-they-are thing.” The New York Times’ Jon Pareles praised their “fervent, rip-roaring rock and roll” and SPIN observed: “The band's 23-year-old singer-guitarist has quickly established herself an audacious presence…everything pivots on that mighty, aching voice.” 
Alabama Shakes have been on tour non-stop, mixing it up with sold-out headline shows, dates with such artists as Jack White and Neil Young & Crazy Horse, and performances at numerous festivals, including the Newport Folk Festival, Bonnaroo, Lollapalooza, Outside Lands and Austin City Limits. TV appearances have included “Conan,” “Late Show with David Letterman,” “Late Night with Jimmy Fallon” and “Jimmy Kimmel Live.” Alabama Shakes will appear on “Austin City Limits” in early 2013.
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
